suddenly rings, everything changes. 3…………………… The sound of the siren means 
someone needs help. During an emergency, there is no time for fear - teamwork 

and communication are the keys to success. Each firefighter has a special role, 
and they must trust each other completely. The job is physically and emotionally 

demanding, but it gives great satisfaction. Firefighters often say that saving 
someone’s life or protecting a family’s home is the best reward they can imagine.
